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I cannot tell you how nice it has been to see the improvement in hallway 
behavior this year.  ­e di�erence is night and day.  A concerted e�ort on 
the part of all elementary teachers has made a big di�erence.  ­ank you for 
being patient and allowing me to help some of your students practice walk-
ing in the hall when they needed more practice and thanks for your e�orts 
re-enforcing this principle of respect in the halls.

One thing I saw that goes along with this is Miss Altho� taught her kids that when they walk in the 
hall they should have folded arms and marshmallows meaning they pu� up their cheeks and ask like 

they are trying to keep marshmallows in their mouth.  I thought this was 
a fun and e�ective way for young kids to know what the expectations are.

I think that Carol Jackson does more paper mache than the whole school 
combined.  I tried it 
once and it took me 
three months to get 
my kids �nished with 
the project.  She pulls 
it o� in one or two 
days- a fun project for 
the students as they 

create globes out of paper mache.

Mrs. Eau Claire and Miss Kelly con-
tinued their fourth grade tradition of 
making sheet cookie maps.  Students 
are assessed on their knowledge of the 
state of Utah with cookies.  I know 
sounds pretty fun-  students are given 
a cookie, frosting, and toppings.  ­ey 
use these to create a map of the state 
of Utah.  Sounds like the kind of test I 
would have loved!

­e Junior High student council had a 
great activity with about 140 kids show-
ing up.  ­ey played human battleship, 
human fussball and twister.  All stu-
dents seemed to be enjoying themselves.
